The Retro Christian

The word “lent” comes from the Anglo Saxon word lecton, referring to the springtime of the year when the days grow longer and warmer and brighter.  It is during the weeks of lent that we begin to emerge from our cabin fever, ditch the winter jackets, and sniff the air for new signs of life.  

And so as our bodies awaken to the sights and sounds of spring, lent can be a time to jump-start the spirit and come alive to the possibilities of a new season of our life in Christ.

Ultimately, the purpose of lent is to strengthen our spiritual lives.  Lent has for centuries, been a time to explore ways of growing in the Christian faith, a time to discover new spiritual pathways in Christ, and return to those that have sustained you in the past.  Therefore, this ministry series, The Retro Christian, is simply a way to experience the ancient disciples of Christianity and practice them in the post-modern world we live in.

Feb 6 – What are alms and who am I supposed to give it to?  This sermon focuses on Alms Giving, one of the time-honored practices of Lent.  We will look at some very practical of serving those in need and how to make this more of a lifestyle as opposed a once a year habit

Feb 13 –Why is it so difficult to live simply? Simplicity.  From cluttered closets to piled up bills.  From a garage we don’t park in to park we don’t play in.  But how do we get away from the rat race.  Let’s look at see what the bible and ancients of Christianity say about living simply in the hustle and bustle of life.

Feb 20 – Do I know you?  Do I really want to? There are not many more things we long for than to experience connection with people.  And there are not many more things that are more elusive and sometimes pain than when we don’t experience that connection. This message explores many of the ways to connection available to the Christian that often are overlooked in our event driven calendar.

Feb 27 – Are you sure not eating helps me pray? Do you ever wonder how you are to pray?  Do you ever wonder if you should fast?  This sermon will help you answer those questions and give some great ideas of how to experiment with these foundational aspects of a Christian’s spiritual formation.

March 6 –– If I’ve told you once, I’ve told you a million times! How many times have you hear, “You need to get in the word!” or have felt guilty when others say, “My time in the Bible is so rich, it’s as if God were talking straight to me.”  This teaching time is dedicated to giving hands on practical helps in how to listen to a sermon, how to read an remember what you read in a book, and how to study the Bible yourself.

March 13 – Holy Leisure!  It’s more than sleeping during the sermon! Remember the Sabbath and keep it Holy.  Learn how to have fun with God.  Wrestle with taking what you do for fun and refreshment and apply biblical goals so that they are not more than another activity or a source of drain.  And experiment with resting with God instead of just trying to escape from life.

March 20 – One more time please, we drink Jesus’ blood because…. Communion is the most ordinary and the most divine gesture imaginable.  That is the truth of Jesus.  So human, yet so divine; so familiar, yet so mysterious!  Come and renew your passion for Christ as “relearn” the power of communion.

March 27 – The Gospel According to Peter Pan - Some kids are disobeyed their father and got lost.  Someone evil has captured them and won’t let them get back to their father. Someone who is part man and part supernatural comes to save them, at great sacrifice to himself.  They return to their father and live happily ever after.  Sound familiar?
